1. PROFILE PHOTO & BANNER
Profile Photo
1. Use a recent, high-quality headshot — professional but approachable, not stiff
1. Plain or blurred background; face should fill 60–70% of the frame
1. Dress at the level of the roles you're targeting
1. Smile naturally — warmth matters; profiles with photos get 21x more views

Banner Image
1. Default LinkedIn banners signal low effort — replace it
1. Options: a simple branded image with your name and title, a skyline of your city, a relevant industry image
1. Free tools: Canva has PM-specific LinkedIn banner templates (search 'LinkedIn banner')
1. Dimensions: 1584 x 396 pixels
2. HEADLINE — YOUR MOST VALUABLE 220 CHARACTERS
The headline appears everywhere: search results, connection requests, comments, DMs. It is the most-read text on your profile. Most PMs waste it by just listing their job title.

	KEYWORD TIP

	LinkedIn's algorithm weighs headline keywords heavily for search ranking. Include terms that appear in job postings you're targeting: 'cross-functional,' 'Agile,' 'Scrum,' 'risk management,' 'stakeholder management,' 'program manager,' 'PMP.'


3. ABOUT SECTION — YOUR PROFESSIONAL NARRATIVE
The About section is where you tell your story. It should read like a human wrote it — not like a resume. It has three jobs: hook, evidence, and call to action. Aim for 300–500 words.

Structure for a High-Impact About Section

	Part
	What to Write

	Opening hook (2–3 sentences)
	Start with a compelling statement about what drives you or what you're known for. Not 'I am a project manager with X years.' Something more human and specific.

	Core value proposition (2–3 sentences)
	What do you do better than most PMs? What type of projects, environments, or challenges do you thrive in?

	Evidence paragraph (3–5 sentences)
	2–3 specific career highlights with numbers. Treat this like a compressed resume — name projects, outcomes, scale.

	Industry / methodology (1–2 sentences)
	Note your domain expertise, methodology fluency, and tools. This is also keyword real estate.

	Closing CTA (1–2 sentences)
	What are you looking for? Open to conversations? Recruiting for a team? Make it easy for the reader to act.



	EXAMPLE OPENING (customize for your voice)

	I've spent the last 8 years walking into complex, high-stakes projects — the ones where scope is unclear, teams are stretched, and the path forward requires more than a Gantt chart. What I do best is build order out of ambiguity: clear plans, aligned stakeholders, and teams that know what winning looks like. Whether I'm running a $3M infrastructure migration or standing up a new delivery function from scratch, I focus on leaving the organization more capable than I found it.


4. EXPERIENCE SECTION — IMPACT OVER ACTIVITY
Each job entry should mirror your resume: lead with your scope, then deliver achievement-driven bullets. LinkedIn allows formatting (line breaks, symbols) — use it to create visual breathing room.

Entry Structure
1. First line: scope sentence — team size, budget, project type, methodology
1. 3–5 bullets, each with a verb + action + metric or outcome
1. Avoid: 'Responsible for managing...' — this is a job description, not an achievement
1. Aim for: 'Led... resulting in...' / 'Reduced... by X%' / 'Delivered... enabling...'

	Worked with stakeholders to align on requirements
	Facilitated cross-functional alignment across 5 departments, reducing scope change requests by 40% post-kickoff

	Created and maintained project documentation
	Built a centralized PMO reporting framework adopted by 12 PMs, reducing weekly status prep from 3 hours to 45 minutes


5. SKILLS SECTION — SEO AND SOCIAL PROOF
LinkedIn's search algorithm uses Skills as ranking signals. You can list up to 50 — fill it. Prioritize skills that appear most frequently in job postings you're targeting.

	ENDORSEMENT TIP

	Ask 3–5 colleagues to endorse your top 5 skills — especially 'Project Management,' 'Stakeholder Management,' and 'Agile.' Endorsed skills rank higher in LinkedIn search. Return the favor genuinely.


6. RECOMMENDATIONS — THIRD-PARTY CREDIBILITY
Recommendations are the most powerful trust signal on LinkedIn. One specific recommendation from a credible source outweighs 50 generic endorsements.

Who to Ask
1. Direct manager or skip-level — most credible; speaks to performance and delivery
1. A cross-functional partner or stakeholder — speaks to collaboration and influence
1. A direct report (if applicable) — speaks to leadership and team culture

How to Ask (and Get Quality)
1. Don't send a cold ask — have a brief conversation first; explain what role you're targeting
1. Offer to provide context: key projects, outcomes, what you'd love them to highlight
1. Make it easy: send a short template they can customize rather than asking them to start from scratch
1. Aim for 3–5 recommendations minimum; 1–2 per major role is a strong baseline

	RECOMMENDATION PROMPT TO SHARE

	If it's helpful, here are a few things you might touch on: how we worked together on [Project], my approach to [stakeholder management/delivery/team leadership], and the impact we achieved. Even 3–4 specific sentences would be incredibly valuable — I trust your voice completely.


7. CONTENT & ACTIVITY — BUILDING AUTHORITY OVER TIME
PMs who post regularly are 4–6x more likely to receive inbound recruiter messages. You don't need to post daily — you need to post consistently and with purpose.

Cadence: 1–2 posts per week is enough to build consistent visibility. Comments on others' posts also drive profile views — engage genuinely in your network's content.
8. FINAL PROFILE OPTIMIZATIONS
Custom URL
1. Set your LinkedIn URL to: linkedin.com/in/firstnamelastname or /firstnamelastname-pm
1. Find it under: Edit Profile → Edit public profile & URL → Edit URL
1. Put it on your resume and email signature

Open to Work Settings
1. Use 'Open to Work' for recruiters only (not public) to avoid signaling desperation to your current employer
1. Set specific job titles, locations (include 'remote'), and start date to filter recruiter outreach
1. Update every 3 months — LinkedIn deprioritizes stale preferences

Creator Mode
1. If you plan to post content, turn on Creator Mode — it increases reach and shows your content more prominently
1. Add up to 5 topic hashtags (#ProjectManagement #Agile #Leadership #ProgramManagement #PMO)

	Request 2–3 recommendations. Audit and expand Skills to 30+ relevant terms.

	Week 4 — Visibility
	Make your first post. Comment meaningfully on 5 posts per week. Connect with 10 PMs in your target industry.

	Ongoing
	Post 1–2x/week. Engage daily (5–10 mins). Update profile after each major project or new achievement.
